Family Primary Care Nurse Practitioner Specialty GEP

The family nurse practitioner specialty prepares advanced practice nurses to function in ambulatory and community areas as a nurse practitioner.  This specialty focuses on the direct role component, including the management and delivery of primary care to families including children and childbearing women as well as the core competencies emphasizing teaching/coaching, consultation and research.  Graduates of this specialty are eligible to sit for the Family Nurse Practitioner examination prepared by an approved national organization as accepted by the Board of Registration in Nursing and apply to practice in the expanded role in Massachusetts or other states based on regulatory guidelines.
