3) In a collaborative effort
with the Tapper laboratory at the Brudnick, we have preliminary data suggesting that ethanol and nicetime caus
change in nicotinic receptor expression in the midbrain. We are pursuing these observations with goal of
understanding the physiological consequences of such changes in receptor expression.

The research that we have been conducting has centered on inivestigatreatment effects of enhanced GABA
neurotransmission by using the selective GABA transporter inhibitor tiagabine on eosaigdehaviom
methadondreated patients. The first sfufGonzalez et al. 2003) compared two doses of tiagabine (12mg/day and
24mg/day) to placebo and showed that the 24 mg/day tiagabine group significantly reduced cocaine use relative to
placebo. The second study evaluated the efficacy of tiagabine (24mggdsyd gabapentin (2400mg/day) versus
placebo in the same population of patients. The tiagabine treated group showed a significant reduction of cocaine
use and were able to achieve a 35% abstinent rate compared to gabapentin and placebo that aclsiested 16%

29% abstinent rates respectively (Gonzalez et al. 2007). Currently, we are starting to analyze the results of the
clinical trial that evaluated a higher dose of tiagabine (32mg/day) with the same population, and we are recruiting
for pilot study evaluing Levetiracetam (Keppra) for cocaine dependence in cpligendent patients.

The secondary and potential research interest is to develop and/or evaluate pharmacotherapies foabukstance
disorders in Hispanipopulations.

Resarch Summary:

Once released into the synapse, monoamines are rapidly recaptured by presynaptic reuptake processes mediated by
plasma membrane monoamine transporters. These important proteins are the primary targets for a variety of
psychoactive agents,dluding cocaine, amphetamines and antidepressants, which inhibit transporter function.

Recent studies indicate that endogenous cellular processes also control transporter activity. Most notably,
monoamine transporter cell surface densities are dynamiegiljyated by membrane trafficking to and from the

plasma membrane. Work in our lab is focused on elucidating the molecular mechanisms underlying monoamine
transporter trafficking and regulation. Studies are actively investigating intrinsic transporestipsopecessary

for regulation and trafficking, as well as cellular factors interacting with and governing transporter trafficking.

As a consequence, the many
successes and tdieequent failures of transfdrased tedtng programs are only poorly understood. The research
program will help in developing a general theoretical account of transfer, a general theory of stimulus control
acquisition, and a more effective, better understood teaching technology for peopteaNébtual disabilities.

The empirical foundation for the project derives from a series of methodological studies that have been conducted
over the past five years, as well as other basic research studies, conducted in Shriver laboratories ands#hers. Th
methodological studies sought reliable procedures for teaching individuals with mental retardation to relate
physically dissimilar stimuli (e.g., a picture and a corresponding printed word). The findings have clarified the
nature of the problem we fae@d have led us to reconsider longstanding assumptions about stimulus control
development and transfer. For example, do the gradual stimulus changes in transfer programs produce gradual
changes in stimulus control or does transfer occur in a differemtenétman previously assumed? Are failures of
programmed teaching procedures due to stimulus control transfer failures or merely to the wrong type of transfer?
Are the variable outcomes of transfer procedures inevitable or can we develop a principlechappreduce that
variability? We believe that the theoretical and methodological foundation now exists to begin to answer these and
other longstanding questions about stimulus control transfer and stimulus control development more generally.
Answering thee questions will advance not only theory but also our ability to teach people with intellectual
disabilities more effectively. Researtdrpractice studies are included to validate key principles and procedures in
applied settings. By understanding bettee determinants of transfer, we hope to help remove barriers to effective
instruction for many individuals with mental retardation and other developmental disabilities.
