The UMass CFAR Clinical Data Repository for Research (CDRR) is a newly developed resource for UMass CFAR Investigators.  In this repository, selected clinical information on individuals (adult and pediatric) who are cared for by UMMHC providers is brought together with an inventory of a large sample repository maintained by the UMass CFAR Clinical Investigation Core.  

UMass CFAR Investigators are invited to submit research questions that require examination of detailed clinical information and/or sampling of blood or tissues from HIV-infected individuals.

The UMass CFAR Clinical Investigation Core will serve to guide Investigators through a process of searching the UMass CFAR CDRR for specific information, and determining the availability of samples in repository. The developers of the UMass CFAR CDRR are able to identify individuals with specific clinical characteristics within this population who have provided their consent to allow invitations to participate in research projects.  The UMass CFAR Clinical Investigation Core can provide assistance with applying for IRB approval as needed.
