Responsibilities of the Students and Educators of the 

     UMass/ Worcester State College NMT Program

-All students are assigned to a patient area.

-The student must identify themselves as a student to ancillary staff and  

   patients

-Students are to learn by observing, assisting and performing.

-The ultimate goal is to attain competency for the exams performed in 

  that specific area

-The technologist in the area is ultimately responsible for all actions of the

  student assigned, and are liable for any action(s) the student takes.

-The student is also liable within the stature of the college and program

  for any policy that is not followed, or if they stray from so said policies

  set within the hospital setting (including outside affiliates)

-Once IV classroom trained, the student may place IV’s always

  under the direction of the nuclear medicine technologist.

-The technologist via the student evaluation form shall evaluate the student 

  even if competencies are not met.  Students have these forms in their   

  possession. 

-In Clinical Practicum I the student is assigned for two weeks in an area,

  they are not to inject isotopes.

-In Clinical Practicum II isotopes may be injected once the student seems

  to be proficient in the area.

-In CP II the student may start the competency trials, they must perform the 

 entire study, and must be able to repeat the performance.

-In CP III the student must feel comfortable and are passing competencies

-In CP IV the student shall be finishing competencies and functioning as

  technologists under the supervision of a licensed technologist.

-The technologists are instructors, not motivators, any laziness or problems 

  are to be reported on the weekly evaluation form.

-If there is any problems contact and email  me, if I cannot correct these problems we can bring it to higher authority. 

-See the student handbook for conduct issues.

All Problems must be documented via letter, email or completion of forms as described on the next page. Documentation is a vital item

in the educational forum. 

Evaluation Forms:

Exit Evaluation: To be Performed at the end of the students rotation.

Immediate Student Assessment:  To be used immediately if there is any problem in regards to the student

Mid Rotation Evaluation: To assess the student on a bi or tri weekly basis, dependent on the length of the rotation.

Procedure Evaluation Form used for competency

I131 Evaluation –to be used if a student observes and has knowledge of the administration of the isotope.

Coordinators  Weekly Assessment: A fast form to complete as either an evaluation or a reminder to the coordinator of the past weeks performance. 

The evaluations that are in BOLD are mandatory forms to be submitted to the educational coordinator.  These will be used for grading purposes.
