Edward W. Boyer, MD PhD,   2.4 calendar months in years 1 and 2.

As Principal Investigator, Dr. Boyer will assume responsibility for overseeing all aspects of study design, execution, and analysis. He will ensure responsible management of the budget; oversee human subject’s protection, and recruiting. He will work with Dr. Boudreaux in develop algorithms which assign text-based messages into focus traits.   Dr. Boyer will work with the Amherst staff to facilitate development of a database of test-based messages.  He will also analyze and interpret the results from the statistical analysis and prepare manuscripts and reports. 
Edwin Boudreaux, PhD, is a Co-I,  0.3 calendar months in year 1 and 0.6 calendar months in year 2.  Dr. Boudreaux will work with Dr. Boyer to assign text-based messages into qualitative interviews; assist in data analysis and drafting of manuscripts.
Christina McAuliffe (Project Director),   1.2 calendar months in years 1 and 2.  Ms. McAuliffe will be responsible for managing the daily operations of the study and coordinating the efforts of the 2 sites.  The PD will 1) will oversee budgetary matters, IRB issues, communicate with research offices at Amherst, assist in the logistics of the study; and 2) will contribute to preparation of manuscripts.
 

Richard Fay, Research Coordinator,  3.0 calendar months in years 1 and 2.

Mr. Fay will schedule all subject qualitative interviews and recruit patients in the ED for the algorithm evaluations. He will also assist in the submission of manuscripts.
