Nephrotic syndrome (Objective Id) 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Nephrotic syndrome is defined as a protein excretion of >1000 mg/m2 over a 24-hour period as measured by a 24-hour urine collection or a urine protein creatinine ratio of >2 mg/mg (Viteri 2018). These patients additionally will have hypoalbuminemia of <2.5 mg/l (Lombel 2013). In practice, we typically use a spot urine to protein creatinine ratio for diagnosis.  
· All patients with nephrotic syndrome should be evaluated with a urinalysis and urine protein/creatinine ratio. Serum creatinine, electrolytes, albumin, cholesterol, and lipid panel should be obtained. Select patients can be tested for serum complement, antinuclear antibody, hepatitis B, hepatis C, and HIV. · The treatment of nephrotic syndrome consists of prednisone 2 mg/kg/day for 4-6 weeks followed by 1.5 mg/kg every other day for 1-2 months (Wang 2019). Alternative immunosuppressive therapies are available for reference in this 2020 Zhao article.
